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1. How can we maintain trust and faith in God’s timing when 
faced with periods of waiting, especially during challenging 
circumstances?

2. Discuss the potential dangers of taking matters into our own 
hands and manipulating situations when we feel God is taking too 
long to act?

3. How can we cultivate patience and reliance on God’s plan rather 
than resorting to impulsive actions?

4. Reflect on the consequences of impatience and disobedience 
to God’s instructions, as demonstrated in the story of Saul from 1 
Samuel 13?

5. How can we discern God’s guidance during times of waiting and 
actively choose obedience even when our desires and emotions 
urge us to act otherwise?

6. How can the story of Jesus’ delayed arrival in John 11:4 serve as 
a reminder for us to relinquish control and trust in God’s perfect 
timing, even when it seems different from our expectations?

7. How can we strengthen our faith and perseverance during 
extended periods of waiting by focusing on God’s sovereignty and 
wisdom?
